Wrench and (3) M6 x 12mm SBHC Screws. Be sure not to
pinch the LCD Data Cable and that it falls in the groove on the
LCD Mount Bracket Casing.

Remove the (2) screws holding the Plastic Machine Casing
to the side of the machine using a phillips head screw
driver.

Plug in the Data Cable into the left side of the machine and
